Register for Classes 

Get started by calling to make an appointment with 
our Student Services Coordinator who will review 
your educational records to help you identify your 
goals.

This helps us determine 
your available credits and assess what you need 
to complete our graduation requirements. Credits 
from your previous high school count toward an 
Old Orchard Beach/Saco Adult Education high 
school credential.

Refer a Client to Adult Education 

Many agencies have clients who want to finish 
high school, prepare for college, or improve skills. 
A caseworker or student may call for a free intake 
appointment with our Student Services Coordinator. 
After the intake is completed, we mail the agency a 
Request for Authorization of Payment form along 
with the student’s new registration, listing the 
classes and c0sts. The agency then sends us autho-
rization, accepting the financial responsibility of the 
student’s educational plan. Now that's easy!

High School Diploma 

A high school diploma is awarded to students 
completing course requirements in the adult 
education diploma program. Classes are open 
to students 17 years of age or older who are not 
enrolled in regular high school. 

Classes are offered regularly to enable students to 
easily complete their diploma. Upon enrollment, 
a study plan is developed for each student which 
includes an assessment of the credits earned from 
previous schooling and an outline of the courses 
and credits required to earn their diploma. 

A total of twenty-two (22) course credits are 
required for an adult education high school 
diploma.
